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DECLARATION OF COVENANTS, CONDITIONS. AND RESTRICTIONS

THIS DECLARATION (herein so called) is made effective as of the 18 day of Tuly 2013, by SilverOak

Parker County, Texas according to the Plat thereof recorded in Plat Cabinet C, Slide 764, Plat Records, Parker
County, Texas {the "Plat"), which is incorporated herein by reference and made a part hereof for all purposes; and

WHEREAS, Declarant desires to create thereon a gated residential community with residential lots, private
streets, open spaces, landscaping, sprinkler systems, and other common improvements for the benefit of the
community; and .

WHEREAS, Declarant desires to provide for, among other matters, the preservation of the values and
amenities in said community and for the maintenance of said open spaces, landscaping, sprinkler systems, private
streets, common lighting, fencing, drives, screening walls, and other common improvements; and, to this end,
desires to subject the real property referred to in Article II, together with such additions as may hereafter be made
thereto {as provided in Article IT} to tie covenants, conditions, restrictions, easements, charpes and liens hereinafter
set forth, sach and all of which is and are for the benefit of said property and each aod every owner of any part

- thereof; and

WHEREAS, Declarant has deemed it desirable, for the efficient preservation of the values and amenities in
said community, to create a homeowners association to which would be delegated and assigned the powers of (i)

" mAaintrining and administering the common properties and facilities, (i) administering and enforcing the covenants

and resirictions contained herein, and (ii1) collecting and disbursing the assessments and chargcs hereinafier
created; and “

'WHEREAS, Declarant has caused or will cause a corporation to be incorporated under the laws of the State
of Texas for the purpose of effecting ' the intents and objectives herein set forth.

NOW, THEREFORE, Declarant detclares that the real property referred to in Article I, and such additions

thereto as may hereafter be made pursuant to Article II liereof, is and shall be held, transferred, sold, conveyed and

5 occupied subject to the covenants, conditions, restrictions, easements, charges and liens (sometimes referred to as
‘4Covenants and Restrictions') hercu:lafter set forth.

described or designated as Common Properties intended for or devoted (o the common use sud enjoyment of the
O-wners, together with any and all improvemenis that are now or may hereafier be constructed thereon. In certain
circumstances, Common Properties may not be owned by the Declarant or the Association in fee, but may, in some
instances, be held as an easement, be leased or may simply be areas of lapnd that are not owned or leased by the
Declarant or the Association but which are maintained by the Association or the Declarant for the use and benefit of
the Owners of the Properties. An example of areas of Common Properties which may not be owned or leased by the
Association or the Declarant but would constitute a portion of the Comrmon Properties would be landscaped areas
appurtenant to and within public rights-of-way. The Declarant may hold record title to all or a portion of the
Common Properties, consistent with the objectives envisioned herein and subject to the easement rights herein of the
Owners to use and enjoy the Common Properties, for an indefinite period of time and at a point in time {deemed
appropriate and reasonable by the Declarant) after the Association has been incorporated, record title to those
portions of the Common Properties which are owned by the Declarant in fee, as an easement or otherwise will be
transferred from the Declarant to the Association.

(i) "Declarani” shall mean and refer to SilverOak Land Development Company, L.L.C., and its successors
and assigns, if such successors and/or assigns become same by operation of law, or should (i) such successors and/or
assigns scquire all or substantislly all of the Lots from SilverOak Land Develppment Company, L.I.C. for the
purpose of development, and (ii) any such assignes t&céives by assignment from SilverOak Land Development
Company, L.L.C. all or a portion of its rights hereunder as such Declarant, by an Instrument expressly assigning
such rights of Declarant to such assignee. No person or entity purchasing one or more Lots from SilverOak Land
Development Company, LL.C. in the ordinary course of business shall be considered as "Declarant”

(i) "Lot" shall mean and refer to any plot ar tract of land shown upon any recorded subdivision map(s) or
plat(s) of the Properties, as amended from time to time, which is designated as a ot thereon and which is or will be
improved with a residential dwelling. Some portions of the Common Properties may be platied as a "[ot" on the
recorded subdivision plat, however, these lots shall be excluded from the concept and definition of lot as used

herein.
(k) “Member” shall mean and refer to each Owners as provided in Article TIT hereof.

(1) "Owner" shall mean and refer to every person or entity wha is a record owner of a fee or undivided fee
interest in any Lot which is subject to this Declaration. The foregoing is not intended to include persons or entitles
who hold an interest merely ag security for the performance of an obligation.

(m) "Properties" shall mean and refer to the properties subject o this Declaration, together with such
additions a5 may herzafter be made thereto (as provided in Article I0).

202  Additions to Properties. Additional land(s) may become subject to this Declaration in any of the
following manners:

(a) The Declarant may add or annex additional real property to the scheme of this Declaration by
filing of record a Supplementary Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions ("Supplementary
Declaration") which shall extend the scheme of the Covenants and Restrictions of this Declaration to such property;
provided, however, that such Supplementary Declaration may contain such complementary additions aod
modifications of the Covenants and Resfrictions contained in this Declaration as may be necessary to reflect the
different character, if any, of the added properties and as are not materially inconsistent with this Declaration in a
manner which adversely affects the concept of this Declaration,

{b) If any person or entity other than the Declarant desires to add or annex additional residential
and/or common areas to the scheme of this Declaration, such proposed annexation must have the prior written
consent and approval of the majority of the outstanding votes within each voting class of the Association.

(c)  Any additions made pursuant to paragraphs (a) and (b) of this Section 2.02, when made, shall
antomatically extend the jurisdiction, functions, duties, and membership of the Association to the propertics added.

(d) The Declarant shall have the right and option (without the joinder, approval or consent of any
person or entity) to cause the Association to merge or copsolidate with any similar association then having
jurisdiction over real property located (in whole or in part) within one half (}2) mile of any real property then subject
to the jurisdiction of the Association. Upon a merger or consolidation of the Associztion with another association,
"its properties, rights, and oblipations of another association may, by operation of law, be added to the praperties,
nghts, and obligations of the Association as a surviving corporation pursuant to a merger. The surviving or
consolidated assocfation may administer the Covenants and Restrictions established by this Declaration with the
Properties together with the covenants and restrictions established upon any other properties as one scheme.

(&) Notwithstanding the fact that the Declarant may not be a Class A or Class B Member by virtue of
its sale, transfer or conveyance of all of its right, title, and interest in the properties, the Declarant shall continue to
be entitled to implement and exercise all its rights under and pursuant to this Section 2.02 and all of the subsections
hereof. Even though the Declarant may not be a Class A or Class B Member prior to an annexation, merger or
consolidation permitted by this Section 2.02, subsequent te such annexation, merger or consolidation, the Declarant
shall be and become a Class B Member with respect to the Lots owned by it within the Properties, as such Properties
have been expanded or increased by the annexation, merger or consolidatien. The Declarant’s rights as a Class B
Member shail be governed by and set forth in this Declaration and the Articles of Incorporation and Bylaws of the
Association, as same may be amended or altered by, and in accordance with, the amnexation, merger or
consolidation.

ARTICLE I

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CLASS B. The Class B Member shall be the Declarant. The Class B Member shall be entitled to twenty
{20) votes for each Lot in which Declarant ejther holds the interest required for membership or which is
owned by any bona fide owner that is engaged in the process of constructing a residential dwelling on such
Lot for sale to consumers, The Class B membership shall cease upon the earlier to ocour of the following:

() Declarant or any entity for which Declarant or James T. Dreiling is a principal no longer owns
record title to any of the Lots; or

(ii) on the fifieenth (15th) anniversary of the date of this Declaration as recorded in the Office of
the County Clerk of Parker County, Texas.

Notwithstanding the voting rights within the Association, until the Declarant no longer owns record title to any Lot
or the fifteenth (15th) anniversary of the date this Declaration was recorded in the Office of the County Clerk of
Parker County, Texas, whichever occurs first in time, the Association shall tzke no action with respect to any matier
whatsoever without the prior written consent of the Declarant. Owners of exempt properties as described in Section
5.11 hereof shall be Members but shall not have voting rights.

3.03 Quorum, Notice and Voting Requirements,

(a) Subject to the provisions of Paragraph (c) of this section, any action taken at a meeting of the
Members shall require the assent of the majority of all of the votes of those who are voting in person
or by proxy, regardless of class, at a mesting duly cajled, written notice of which shall be given to all Members no
less than ten (10) days nor more than fifty {(50) days in advance.

(h) The quorum required for any action referred to in Paragraph (a) of this Section shall be as follows;

The presence at the initial meeting of Members entitled to cast, or of proxies entitled to cast, 2 majority of
the votes of all Members, regardless of class, shall constitute a quorum for any action except as otherwise
provided in the Association's Articles of Incorporation, the Bylaws or this Declaration, if the required
quorum is not present or represented at the meefing, one additional meeting may be called, subject to the
notice requirement herein set forth, and the required guorum at such second meeting shall be one-half (}4)
of the required quorum at the preceding meeting; provided, however, that no such second meeting shall be
held more than sixty (60) days following the first meeting.

(c} As an alternative to the procedure set forth sbove, any action referred to in Paragraph (a) of this
Section may be taken without a meeting if & consent in writing approving of the action to be taken shall be signed by
Members holding at least the minimum number of votes necessary to authorize such action at 2 meeting of all
Members entitied o vote therein were present. Such consents shall be signed within sixty {(60) days after receipt of
the earliest dated consent, dated and delivered to the Association. Such consents shall be filed with the minutes of
the Association and shall have the same force and effect as a vote of Members at a meeting. Within ten (10) days
after receiving suthorization for any action by written consent, the Association's Secretary shall give notice to all
Members entitled to vote whn did not give their consent, fairly summarizing the material features of the authorized

PROPERTY RIGHTS IN THE COMMON FPROPERTIES AND EASEMENT PROPERTY

4.01 Members' Easements of Enjoyment. Subject to the provisions of Section 4.03 of this Article, every
Member and every tenant of every Member, who resides on a Lot, and each individual who resides with either of
them, respectively, on such Lot shall have s non-exclusive right and easement of use and enjoyment in and to the
Common Properties, and such easement shall be appurtenant to and shall pass with the title of every lot; provided,
however, such easement shall not give such person the right to make alterations, additions or improvements to the

Common Properties.

4,02 Extent of Members' Easements. The rights and easements of enjoyment crested hereby shall be subject
to and limited by the following;

{(8) The right of the Association to prescribe regulations govemning the use, operation, and
maintenance of the Common Properties;

® The right of the Association to enter into and execuie contracts with parties {including the
Declarant or an affiliate of the Declarant) for the purpose of providing maintenance for all or a portion of the
Common Properties or providing materials or Services consistent with the purposes of the Association;

{©) The right of the Declarant or the Assqciation, subject to approval by written consent by the
Member{s} having a majority of the outstanding votes of the Members, in the aggregate, regardless of class, to
dedicate or fransfer all or any part of the Common Properties to any public agency, zuthority, or utility company for
such purposes and upon such conditions as may be agreed to by such Members;

“{dy " Thé tfight of the Declarant or the Association, at any timé, to make such reasonable amendments to
the Plat of the Properties recorded i the Plat Records of Parker County, Texas, as it deems advisable, in its sole
discretion. All Members are advised that a portion of the Common Properties may be located within a platted and
dedicated public right-of-way and in connection therewith the public shall bave right of use and enjoyment of
Common Properties located within public rights-of-way; and

() With respect to any and all portions of the Common Properties, Declarant, until Declarant no
longer owns record title to any Lot or the fifteenth {(15th) anniversary of the date this Declaration was recorded in
the Office of the County Clerk of Parker County, Texas, whichever is the first to occur, shall have the right and
aption {without the joinder and consent of any person or entity, save and except any consent, joinder or approval
required by the ACC or any governmental agency having appropriete jurisdiction over the Common Properties) to:
(i) alter, improve, landscape and/or maintain the Common Properties; (ii) re-channel, realign, dam, bridge, bulwark,
culvert and otherwise employ or utilize construetion and/or engineering measures and activities of any kind or
nature whatsocever upon or within the Commaon Propetties; (iii) seek and obtain variances or permits of any kind or
nature whatsoever upon or within the Common Properties; {iv) replat or redesign the shape or configuration of the
Common Properties; and (v) seek and obtain any and all permits, licenses or exemptions from any and all
governmental agencies exercising jurisdiction over the Common Properties and/ar the uses or activities thereon.

4.03 Easements. The Association and all Class A apd Class B members are hereby pranted an easement
covering the private streets as shown on the Plat of Bear Country Addition for the purpose of providing unrestricted

use of such Common Properties for utilities and the maintenance of same. This easement shall extend to all utih'tygé

providers, including telecable companies operating within the City of Annetta South ("Clty’) The City shall algd®
have the rght of access on such Common Properties for any purpose related to the exercise of a govemmpntai's\l
service of function, inciuding, but not limited to, fire and police protection, inspection, and cude ‘qnforcement. Ahis ;

COVENANTS AND ASSESSMENTS

5.01 Creation of the Lien and Personal Objection of Assessments. Declarant, for each Lot owned by it,
hereby covenants and agrees, and each purchaser of any Lot by acceptance of a deed or other conveyance document
creating in such Owner the interest required to be deemed an Owner, whether or not it shall be so expressed in any
such deed or other conveyance document, shall be deemed to covenant and agree (and such covenant and agreement
shall be deemed to constitute & portion of the consideration end purchase money for the acquisition of the Lot), fo
pay io the Association (or to an entity or collection agency designated by the Association): (1) annual maintenance
assessments or charges (as specified in Section 5.04 hereof), such assessments 1o be fixed, established and collected
from time {o time as herein provided; (2) special assessments for common area, street, or utility maintenance, capital
improvements and other purposes (as specified in Section 5.05 hereof), such assessments to be fixed, established and
collected from time to time as hereinafier provided; and (3) individusl special assessments levied against one or
more Owners to reimburse the association for extra cosis for maintenance and repairs caused by the willful or
negligent ads or omissions of such Owner or Owners, his ienants (if applicable) and their respective family, agents,
guests and invitees, and not caused by ordinary wear and tear (as specified in Section 5.05 hereof), all of such
assessments to be fixed, established and collected fiom time to time as hereinafter provided. The annmal
maintenance, special capital, and special individual assessments described in this Section 5.01 (hereinafter, the
YAssessment" or the "Assessments™), together with interest thereon, attorneys' fees, court costs and other costs of
collection thereof, as herein provided, shall be a charge on the land and shall be a continuing lien upon each Lot
apainst which any such Assessment is made. Each such Assessment, together with interest thereon, attorneys' fees,
court costs, and other costs of collection thereof, shall also be the continuing personal obligation of the Owner of
such Lot at the time when the assessment is due, Further, no Owner may exempt himself from liability for such
Assessments or waive or otherwise escape liability for the Assessments by non-use of the Common Properties or
abandonment of his Lot Existing oblipations of an Owner to pay assessments and other costs and charges shall not
pass to bona fide first lien mortgagees which become Owners by reason of foreclosure proceedings or an action at
law subsequent to the date the Assessment was due;, provided, however, any such foreclosure proceeding or action at
law shall not relieve such new Owner of such Lot from lizbility for the ampunt of any Assessment thereafter -
becoming due nor from the lien securing the payment of any subsequent Assessment.

5.03 Improvement and Maintenance of the Common Properties and Easement Property Prior to
Assessments. Initially, the improvement of the Common Properties and Easement Property shall be the
responsibility of the Declarant and shall be undertaken by Declarant at its sole cost and expense with no right to
reimbursement from the Association, After the initial improvements to the Common Properties and Easement
Property are substantially completed and until the date of the Assessments formally commences, the Declarant on
behalf of the Association, shall have the responsibility and duty (but with right to reimbursement once Assessments
begin) of maintaining the Common Properties and Easement Property, including, but not limited to, the payment of
taxes on and Insurance in connection with respect to the Common Properties and with respect io both the Common
Properties and Easement Property, the cost of repairs, replacements and additions thereto, and for paying the cost of
labor, equipment (including the expense of leasing any equipment) and materials required for, and management and
supervision of, the Common Properties and Easement Property.

5.04 Annual Maintenanece Assessment,

(a) The Board of Directars shall determine the amount of the annual maintenance assessments for
each year, which assessments may include a reserve fund for working capital and shall include a reserve fund for
maintenance, repairs, and replacements of the Common Properties, streets, vtilities, gates, and Easement Property.
The annua) contribution to the reserve fund for maintenance, repairs, and replacements shall be a minimum of $50
per Lot or as otherwise set by the Board of Directors.

®) Subject to the provisions of Section 5.04(c) hereof, the rate of annual maintenance assessments
may be increased by the Board. The Board may, afier consideration of current maintenance, operational
and other costs and the future needs of the Association, fix the annnal maintenance assessments for any
year at a lesser amount than that of the previous year.

(c) Except for increases in the annual maintenance agreement dedicated to the reserve fund for
maintenance repairs and replacement of Common Properties or Easement Property, which may be set by the Board
or the City alone, an increase in the rate of the annual maintenance assessments as authorized by Section 5.04(b)
hereof in excess often percent of the preceding year's annual maintenance assessments must be approved by the
Members in accordance with Section 3.03 hereof.

{d) ‘When the annual maintenance assessment is computed for Lots, all or a partion of such annual
maintenance assessment shall be payable to the Association by the Member according to the status of the
Lot owned by such Member as follows: as to a Lot owned by a Class A Member the full annnal maintenance

assessment shall be payable.

(e) Notwithstanding anything herein contained to the contrary, the maximum annual maintenance
agsessment charpeable against any Lot for which a final assessment is payable shall not exceed $1,000.00.

3] The Board of Directors may provide that annual maintenance assessments shall be paid monthly,
quarterly, semi-annually or annually on a calendar year basis. No later than thirty (30) days prior to the
beginning of each fiscal year of the Association, the Board shall (i) estimate the total common expenses to
be incurred by the Association for the forthcoming fiscal year, (ii) determine, in a manner consistent with the
terms and provisions of this Declaration, the amount of the annnal maintenance assessments to be paid by each
Member, and (iii) establish the date of commencement of the annual maintenance assessments. Written notice of the'')
annual maintenance assessmenis to be paid by each Member and the date of commencement thereof shall be sent\té
every Member, but only to one (1) Joint Owner. Each Member shall thereafter pay to the Assuclanqn hls anmlal
maintenance assessment in such manner as determined by the Board of Directors. LT
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this Section or otherwise, shall be deposited in a separate bank account to be held jn trust for the purposes for which
they were collected and are to be segregated from and not commingled with any other funds of the Association.
Assessments collected as reserves shall not be considered to be advance payments of regular angual maintenance

assessments.
5.05  Special Care Assessments and Special Individual Assessments,

(a) In addition to the annnal maintenance assessments authorized in Section 5.04 hereof, the Board of
Directors of the Association may levy in any calendar assessment year = special capital assessment for the purpose
(i) defraying, in whole or in part, the cost of any construction or recomstruction, repair or replacement of
improvements upon the Properties or Common Properties, including the necessary fixtures and personal property
related thereto, (ii) maintaining portions of the Common Properties and Easement Property and improvements
thereon, or (iii) carrying out other purposes of the Association; provided, however, that any such special capital
assessment levied by the Association shall have the approvel of the Members in accordance with Section 3.03
hereof. Any special capital assessment levied by the Association shall be paid by the Members directly to the
Association on such date or dates as determined by the Board of Directors. All such amounts collected by the
Association may only be used for the purposes set forth in this Section 5.05 and shall be deposited by the Board of
Directors in & separate bank account to be held in trust for such purpose, These funds shall not be commingled with
any other funds of the Association.

{b) The Board of Directors of the Association may levy special individual assessments against one or
more Owners for (i) reimbursement to the Association of the costs for repairs to the Properties or Common
Properties and improvements thereto occasiocned by the wilifil or negligent acts of such Owner or Owners and not
ordinary wear and tear; or (ii} for payment of fines, penalties or other charges imposed against an Owner or Owners
relative to such Owner's failure to comply with the terms and provisions of this Declaration, the Bylaws of the
Association, or any rules or regulations promulgated hereunder. Any special individual assessment levied by the
Association shall be paid by the Owner or Owners directly to the Association. All amounts collected by the
Association as special individual assessments under this Section 5.05 shall belong to and remain with the

Association,

5.06 Uniform Rate of Annual Maintenance Assessments and Special Capital Assessments. Both annual
maintenance assessments and special capital assessments (excepting those from special individual assessments)
must be fixed at a uniform rate for all Lots, and be payable as set forth herein,

5.07 Date of Coramencement of Assessments; Due Dates; No Offsets. The annual maintenance assessments
provided for herein shall commence on the date fixed by the Board of Directors of the Association to be the date of
commencement and, except as hereinafter provided, shall be payable monthly, guarterly, semi-annually or annually.
In advance, on the first day of each payment period thereafter, as the case may be and as the Board of Directors shall
direct. The first annual meintenance assessment shall be made for the balance of the calendar year in which it is
levied. The amount of the annual maintenance assessment which may be levied for the balance remaining in the
first year of assessment shall be an amount which bears the same relationship to the annual maintenance assessment
provided for in Section 5.04 hereof as the remaining mumber of months in that year bears to twelve; provided,
however, that if the date of commencement falls on other than the first day of a month, the anmal maintenance

assessment for such month shall be prorated by the number of days remaining in the month. The due date or dates, if
to be paid in iostallments, of any special capital assessment or special individual assessment under Section 5.05
hereof shall be fixed in the respective resolution authorizing such assessments. All assessments shall be payable in

(c) The omission of the Board of Directors to fix the assessments within the time period set forth
above for any year shall not be deemed a waiver of modification {n any respect of the provisions of this Declaration,
or a release of any Owner from the obligation to pay the assessments, or any installment thereof for that or any
subsequent year, but the assessment fixed for the preceding year shall continue until a new assessment Is fixed.

(d) The Board of Directors shall upon demand at any time furnish to any Owner liable for said
assessment a certified letter sipned by an officer or agent of the Association, setting forth whether said assessment
hag been paid. Such certificate shall be conclusive evidence of payment of any assessment therein stated to have
been paid. A reasonable charge may be made by the Board for the issuance of such certificates.

5.09 Non-payment of Assessment

(a) Delinquency. Any Assessment, or installment thereof, which is not paid in final when due shall be
delinquent on the day following the due date (herein, "delinquency date") as specified in the notice of such
Assessment The Association shall have the right to reject partial payment of an Assessment and demand full
payment thereof. If any Assessment or part thereof is not paid within ten (10) days after the delinquency date, the
unpaid amount of such Assessment shall bear interest from and after the delinquency date until paid at a rate equal
to the lesser of (i) eighteen percent (18%) per annum or (ii) the maximum lawful rate.

(b) Lien The unpaid amount of any Assessment not paid by the delinquency date shall, together with
the interest thereon as provided in Section 5.09(a) hereof and the cost of collection thereof, including reasonable
attorneys' fees, automatically hecome a continuing lien and charge on the Lot of the non-paying Cwner, which shall
bind such Lot in the hands of the Owner, aod his heirs, executors, administrators, devises, personal representatives,
successors and assigns, The lien shall be superior to all other hens and charges against the Lot, except only for tax
liens and the lien of any purchase money liens, home improvement liens or home equity liens or hereafter placed
upon such Lot A subsequent sale or assignment of the Lot shall not relieve the Owner from lisbility for any
Assessment made prior to the date of sale or assignment and thereafter becoming due nor from the lien of any such
Assessment The Board shall have the power to subordinate the lien securing the payment of any Assessment
rendered by the Association to any other lien, Such power shall be entirely discretionary with the Board. As herein
before stated, the personal ohligation of the Owner incurred at the time of such Assessment to pay such Assessment
shall remain the personal obligation of such Owner and shall not pass to such Owner's successors in title unfess
expressly assumed by them in writing. Liens for unpaid Assessments shall not be affected by any sale or assipnment
of a Lot and shall continne in. full force and effect. No owner may exempt himself from liability for such
Assessments or waive or otherwise escape liability for the Assessments by non-use of the Common Propertiss or
abandonment of his Lot.. To evidence any lien, the Association shail prepare a written notice of len setting forth the
amount of the unpaid indebtedness, the name of the Owner of the Lot covered by such lien and a description of the
Lot covered by such lien. Such notice shall be executed by one of the officers of the Association and shall be
recorded in the Qffice of the County Clerk of Patker County, Texas.

{c} Remedies. The lien securing the payment of the Assessments shall automatically attach to the Lot
belonging to such non-paying Owner with the priodty set forth in this Section. Subsequent to the recording of a
notice of the lien, the Association may institute an action at law against the Owner or Owners personally obligated
o pay the Assessment and/or for the foreclosure of the aforesaid lien pursuant to Texas non-judicial foreclosure law,

In any foreclosure proceeding the Owner shall be required to pay the costs, expenses and reasonable attorneys' fees
incurred by the Association. In the event an action at law is instituted ageinst the Owner or Owners personalty

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Each Owner, by acceptance of a deed to a Lot, hereby expressly grants the lien rights described herein and vests in
the Association or its agents or trustees the right and power to bring all actions against such Owner personally for
the collection of such charges as a debt, and to enforce the aforesaid liens by all methods available for the
enforcement of such liens, including applicable Texas non-judicial foreclosure law such as Section 51.002 of the
Texas Property Code, as may be amended, and such Owner hereby expressly grants to the Association the public
power of sale in connection with said liens. The Association may also suspend the Association membership and
voting rights of any Owner who is in defsult in payment of any Assessment in accordance with this Declaration
and/or the Bylaws.

(d) Notice to Morigapees. The Association may, and upon the written request of any mortgages
holding & prior Hen on any part of the Properties, shall report to said morigagee any Assessments remaining unpaid
for longer than thirty (30) days after the delinquency date of such Assessment.

5.10 Subordination of the Lien to Mortgages. The lien securing the payment of the Assessments shall be
subordinate and inferior to the lien of any purchase money liens, home improvement Hens or home equity liens
hereafter recorded against any Lot; provided, however, that such subordination shall apply only to the assessments
which have become due and payable prior to & sale, whether public or private, of such property pursuant to the terms
and conditions of any such mortgage or deed of trust such sale shall not relieve the new Owner of such Lot from
liability for the amount of any Assessment thereafter becoming due nor from the lien securing the payment of any

In particular, the Board shall be empowered to confract with persons or
entities who shall be responsible for the maintenance of landscaping, trees, shrubs, pgrass and like
improvements which are located on Lots, except for landscaping and other like improvements which are
located within rear yards or side yards enclosed by solid fence, which shall be maintained by the individual
Lot Owner. Maintenance Services contracted for by the Board in accordance with this paragraph shall be
paid for out of Association funds.

(d) The services of a person or firm to manspe and/or provide consultation to the Association or any
separate portion thereof, to the extent deemed advisable by the Board, and the services of such other
personnel as the Board shall determine to be necessary or proper for the operation of the Association,
whether such personnel are employed directly by the Board or by the manager.

6.03  Maintenance Contracts. The Board, on behalf of the Association, shall have full power and authority to
contract with any Owner for the performance by the Association of services which the Board is not otherwise
required to perform pursuant to the terms hereof, such contracts to be upon such terms end conditions and for such
consideration as the Board may decm proper, advisable and in the best interest of the Association.

6.04  Liability Limitations. No Member, officer of the Association or member of the Board of Directors of the
Association shall be personally liable for debts contacted for, or otherwise incurred by the Association, or for a tort
of another Member, whether such other Member was acting on hehalf of the Association or otherwise. The
Declarant, the Association, its directors, officers, agents, and/or employees shall be lable for any incidental or
consequential damages for failure to inspect any premises, improvements, or portion thereof or for failure to repair
or maintain the same,

605 Reserve Funds. The Board may establish reserve funds, for such purposes as may be determined by the
Board, which may be maintained and accounted for separately from other funds maintained for annual operating
expenses and may establish separate. Irrevocable trust accounts in order to better demonstrate that the amounts
deposited therein ere capital contributions and are not net income to the Association. Expenditures from any such
fund will be made at the direction of the Board. The reserve fund provided for herein shall be used for the general
purposes of promoting the recreation, health, safety, welfare, common benefit, and enjoyment of the Owners and
occupants of the subdivision, and maintaining the subdivision and improvements herein, all as may be more
specifically authorized from time to time by the Board of Directors.

7.02  Imsuranece Proceeds. Proceeds of insurance shall be disbursed by the insurance carrier to the Association
or contractors designated by the Association as the Board of Directors may direct. The Association shall use the net
insurance proceeds to repair and replace any damape or destruction of property, real or personal, covered by such
insurance. Any belance from the proceeds of insurance paid to the Association, as required in this Article,
remaining after satisfactory completion of repair and replacement, shall be retained by the Association as part of a
general reserve fund for repair and replacement of the Commorn Properties.

7.03 Imsufficient Proceeds. If the Insurance proceeds are insufficient to repair or replace any loss or damage,
the Association may levy a special assessment as provided for in Article V of this Declaration to cover the
deficiency. If the Insurance proceeds are insufficient to repair or replace any lose or damage for which an Owner is
bound hereunder, such Owner shall, as such Owner's undivided responsibility, pay any excess costs of repair or
replacement.

- 7.04  Mortgagee Protection. There may be aftached to all policies of insurance against loss or damage by fire
and other hazards, a mortgages's or lender's ioss payable clause; provided, however, that amounts payable under
such clause to the mortgagee may be paid to the Association to hold for the payment of costs of repair or
replacement subject o the provisions of Section 7.02 hereof. The Association shall be responsible to hold such
monies or to collect additional monies if the proceeds are insufficient to pay for the cost of all repairs or
replacements and shall ensure that all mechanics’, materialmen's and similar liens which may result from smd TEpAIrs
or replacements are satisfied.

7.05  Destruction of Improvements on Individual Lots. In the event of destruction (total or partial) to the
improvements on any individual Lot due to fire or any other cause, such Owner covenants and agrees to clear and
remove any and all debris resulting from such damage within two (2) months after the date that the damage occurs
and to complete all necessary repairs or reconstruction of the damaged improvements within one (1) year after the
date that the damage ocours.

7.06  Security Gate. Declarant and the Association have arranged for construction and maintenance of & gated
entrance to the subdivision controllable by keypad entry. Declarant and the Association desire that the gated
entrance and private sireets concept will discourage undesired and unauthorized vehicular and pedestrian traffic
within the community and foster & higher degree of peace and tranquility. As development completion and
occupancy of homes within the community advances toward final conclusion in the coming years, it is possible that
Declarant and the Association may utilize a greater degree of access control.

Although Declarant and the Association reasonably believe that the existence of the gated enirance may discourage
the commission of criminal acts (e.g., burglary, theft, etc.) within the community, nevertheless, neither the Declarant
nor the Association warrant or gnarantee that (a) the gated entrance is sufficient and adequate to diminish or
eliminate the commission of crimes against persongl or real property and (b} such acts will not be attempted or
actually occur within the community. These security arrangements are not designed or intended to replace the
conventional police or fire protection and paramedic medical services available from the City. The Association shall
maintain reliable access through the security gate for the City and other utility service providers with appropriate
identification. The City shall have the right to enter the community and remove any gate or device which is a barrier
to access if the Association fails to maintain reliable access as required to provide City or utility services. Sqﬁl
removal shall be at the sole expense of the Association subject to approval by the City. All gate access designs ey,
comply with then-existing ordinances and codes of the City. Y
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7.07  Imsurance. The Association will seek to carry public Hability insurance generally covering bodily i
and property damage arising out of negligent acts by employees, Members or authorized representanves
Association.

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(a) Neither Declarant nor the Association has any responsibility or liability of any kind or character
whatsoever regarding or pertaining to the real and personal property of each Owner;

(b) Each Owner shall, from time to time and at various times, consult with a reputable insurance
industry representatives of each Owners own selection to select, purchase, obtain and maintain appropriate insurance
providing the amount, type and kind of insurance deemed satisfactory to each Owner covering his or her real and
personal properly;

(c) Each Owner releases and holds Declarant and the Association harmless from any uninsured
liability, claims, causes of action or damages of any kind or character whatsoever arsing out of or related (directly
or indirectly) to any and all aspects of the gated entrance and private streets within the Community ineluding,
without limitation: the proper functioning of the pated entrance or management of combinations regarding the
entrance or any injury or damage done by improper functioning of a gated entrance; and

(d) Each Owner will cooperate with Declarant, the Association and the Architectural (Control
Comumittee in connection with the establishment, evolution and maintenance of reasonable controls on the pedestrian
and vehicular traffic into and within the Property and abide by any and all rules and regulations of the Association,
as adopted end promulpated from time to time, related to the entry upon or use of any private streets or other
common arcas within the Properly.

ARTICLE vIII
USE OF COMMON PROPERTIES AND EASEMENT PROPERTY

The Common Properties and Easement Property may be occupied and used as follows:

8.01 Restricted Actions by Owners. No Owner shall permit anything to be done on or in the Common
Propertics which would violatc any appliceble public law or zoning ordinance or which will result in the
cancellation of or increase of any insurance carried by the Association, No waste shall be committed in or on the
Common Properties. No Owner shall permit anything to be done on or in the Easement Property that would
damage, interrupt, or change the landscaping, frrigation, ponds, dry creek ares, or appearance of the bridges which
are to be maintained by Declarant and/or the Association.

8.02  Damage to the Common Properties. Each Owmer shall be liable to the Association for any damape to the
Common Properties or Essement Properly caused by the ncghgcnce or willful misconduct of the Owner or such
Owmer's family, guests, pets, tenants or invitees.

9.29  Animals. No birds, animals, livestock, or poultry of any kind shall be rajsed, bred or kept on any part of
the Properties, except that not more than two {2) dogs, cats, or other household pets In the aggregate may be kept on
any Lot, and then only if they are kept, bred or rised solely as domestic pets and not for commercial purposes, Such
pets must be kept within the rear, private fenced yard of the Owner. No horses or bamnyard animals shall be kept on
the Property. Pets shall not be permitted to run at Iarge but shall be kept under the control of Owner, or guests of
the Owners, by leash, cord, or chain.

ARTICLE X
ARCHITECTURAL CONTROL COMMITTEE

10.01  Architectural Control Committee. Until at least ninety percent (90%} of the Lots have completed
residences constructed thereon and shall be oceupied by the Owners thereof, the Architectural Contral Committee,
hereinafter called the "Committee," shall be composed of three (3) or more Individuals selected and appointed by
the Declarant. At such time as at least ninety percent (90%) of the Lots have compieted residences constructed
thereon shall be occupied by the Owners thereof, the Committee shall be composed of such individuals selected by a
vote of the Members taken in accordance with Section 3.03 hereof, The Committee shall wse its best efforts to
promote and ensure a high level of quality, harmony and conformity throughout the Properties. The Committee shail
function as the representative of the Owners for the purposes herein set forth as well as for all other purposes
consistent with the creation and preservation of a first class residential development. A majority of the Committee
may designate a representative to act for it. In the event of the death or resignation of any member of the Commitiee
after such time as Members are selected by a vote of the Members, the remaining Members shall have full autherity
to designate and appoint a successor until a vote for a replacement can be scheduled by the Board.

No member of the Committes, nor their designated representative, shall be entitled to any compensation for services
performed hereunder nor be liable for claims, causes of action or damages (except where occasioned by gross
negligence or arbitrary and capricious conduet) arising out of services perforned, actions taken or inactions in
connection with any underiaking, responsibility, or activity hereunder or request for action hercunder, At any time,
the Declarant may delegate and assign to the Board of Directors, all of the Declarant's power, and right to change the

- membership of the Committee, to withdraw or add powers and duties from or to the Committee, or to restore the
powers and duties of the Cormittee. Such action by the Declarant shall be effective upon recordation of a written
instrument property reflecting same in the Office of the County Clerk of Parker County, Texas,

10,02 Architectural Approval, No building, structure, fence, wall or improvement of any kind or nature shall be

The Committee is authorized and empowered to consider and review any and ad aspects of dwelling construction,
construction of other improvements and location, quality and quantity of landscaping on the Lots, and may
disapprove aspects thereof which may, in the reasonsble opinion of the Committee, adversely affect the living
enjoyment of one or more Owners) or the general value of the Properties. As an example, and not by way of
limitation, the Committee may impose limits upon the location of window areas on residential dwelling which
would overlock the enclosed patio area of an adjacent residential dwelling. Also, the Committee is permitted to
consider technological advances in desipn and materials and such comparable or alternative techniques, methods or
materials may or may not be permitted, in accordance with the reasonable opinion of the Commitiee, The
Committee may, fiom time to time, publish and promulgate architectural standard bulletins which shall be fair,
reasonable and uniformly applied and shall carry forward the spirit and intention of this Declaration, Such bulleting
shall supplement these Covenants and Restrictions and are incorporated hergin by reference, The Committes shall
have the authority to make final decisions in interpreting the general intent, effect, and purpose of these Covenants
and Restrictions,

10.03  Variances. Upon submission of a written request for same, the Committee may, from time to time, in its
sole discretion, permit Owners to construct, erect, or install improvements which are in variance from the
architecturs] standards, the Covenants and Restrictions, or the previously published architectural bulleting which are
provided in this Declaration or which may be promuipated in the future. In any case, such variances shall be in
basic conformity with and shall blend sffectively with the pensral architectural style and design of the community;
provided, howéver, in no event shall any such variance reduce required floor area by more than ten percent (10%).
Wo member of the Committee shad be liable to any Owner or other person claiming by, throngh, or on behalf of any
Owner, for any claims, causes of action, or damages arising out of tie granting or denial of, or other action or failure
to act upon, any variance requested by an Owner or any person acting for or on behalf of any Owner. Each request
for a variance submitted hereunder shall be reviewed separately and apart from other such requests and the grant of a
variance to any Owner shall not constitute a waiver of the Committee's right to strictly enforce the Covenants and
Restirictions, architectural standards or published architectural bulleting provided hereunder apainst any other
Owner. Each such written request must identify and set forth in detail the specific restriction or standard from
which a veriance is sought and describe in complete detail the exact nature of the variance sought. Any grant of a
variance by the Committee must be in writing and must identify in narrative detail both the standards from which a
variance is being sought and the specific variances being pranted.

10.04 Nonconforming and Unapproved Improvements. The Association may require any Qwner to restore -
such Owner's improvements to the condition existing prior to the construction thereof (including without limitation, .

The Association shall, at all times, have full righis of Ingress and
Egress over and upon each Lot for the maintenance and repair of each Lot, Easement Property and the Common
Properties in accordance with the provisions hereof, and for the camrying out by the Associatipn of its functions,
duties and obligetions hereunder; provided, that any such entry by the Association upon any Lot shall be made with
as little inconvenience to the Owner as practical, and any damage caused by the Association's eniry, other than
damages cansed by the Owmer, shall be repaired by the Association at the expense of the Association.

11.02 General. Therights end duties of the Owners with respect to sanitary sewer, water, electricity, natural gas,
telephone and cable television lines and drainage facilities shall be gaverned by the following:

(a) Wherever (i) sanitary sewer or water service connections, (if) natura] gas, electricity, telephone ar
cable television lines, or (iii) drainage facilities are installed within the Properties, which connections, lines or
facilities or eny portion thereof lie in or upon Lots owned by any party other than the Owner of a Lot served by said
connections, lines or facilities, such Owners of Lots served shall have the right and are hereby granted ao easement
to the full extent necessary therefore, to enter upon the Lots within or upon which said connections, lines or facilities
or any portion thereof lie to repair, replace and generally maintain seid connections, lines or facilities as and when
the same may be necessary.

11.04 Surface Areas of Utility Easements. Easements for installation and maintenance of utilities are reserved
as shown and provided for on the Plat Underground electric, storm sewer, sanitary sewer, water, natural gas and
telephone service shall be available to all Lots in the subdivision. Easements for the underground service may be
crossed by driveways, walloways, patios, walls and fences, provided the Declarant or Builder makes prior
arrangements with the utjlity companies furnishinp electric, storm sewer, sanitary sewer, water, natural gas and . L
telephone service and provides and installs any necessary conduit of approved type and size under guch driveways, s g = ’
walkways, patios or fences prior to construction thereof. Such easements for the underground service shall be RERY, ¥, e !

appregate, regardless of class, has been recorded in the Office of the County Clerk of Parker County, Texas,
agreeing to abolish or terminate these Covenants and Restrictions; provided, however, that no such apreements (o
abolish shall be effective unless made and recorded one (1)} year in advance of the efective date of such

abolishment.

12.02 Amendments, Notwithstanding the terms and provisions of Section 2.02 hereof, this Declaration may be
amended, modified, and/or changed as follows:

(a) During the time Declarant is a Class B Member as provided in Section 3.02 above, the Declarant
may amend or change this Declaration without the consent of the Members;

(b) In all other situations, this Declaration may be amended or changed upon the express written
consent of at least seventy percent (70%) of a quorum of the outstanding votes of all Members of the Association,
regardless of class and the Declarant then owns any Lots within the subdivision),

Any and all amendments to this Declaration shall be recorded in the Office of the County Clerk of Parker County,
Texas. Notwithstanding the prior provisions of this Section 12.02, the Declarant may execute and record
amendments to this Declaration without such consent or approval if the amendment is for the purpose of correcting
technical or typographical errors or for clarification only.

12.03 Enforcement. Enforcement of these Covenants and Restrictions shall be by any proceeding law or in
equity against any person or persops violating or attempting to violate them, or to recover damages, or to violate
them, or to recover damages, or to enforce any lien created by these Covenants and Restrictions; and failure by the
Association or any Owner to enforce any covenant or resiriction herein contained shall in no event be deemed a

waiver of the right to do so thereafter.
